Executive Summary

The School Resource Officer Program (SRO) is a delinquency prevention program aimed
at enhancing the relationship between law enforcement and the students of the Broward
County School District. The program is a joint venture between The School Board of
Broward County, Florida and fourteen law enforcement agencies in Broward County.

The program emphasis focuses on developing rapport with students, presenting
information to students on various crime prevention subjects, providing law enforcement
resource assistance to school personnel, parents, and students, and identifying and
counseling youths, thereby diverting them from the juvenile justice system. Through
these activities the SRO program helps students, parents and educators develop a better
understanding of the role of the law enforcement officer and create a more positive
concept of our legal and judicial system.
