The
charter may be modified or renewed for a shorter term at the option of the high-performing
charter school. The charter must be consistent with s. 1002.33(7)(a)19 and (10)(h) and (i),
is subject to annual review by the sponsor, and may be terminated during its term pursuant
to s. 1002.33(8).

The Charter Schools of Excellence, Inc., on behalf of Charter School of Excellence Davie — 5271 has elected
to extend its term of the current contract to June 30, 2028.

WHEREAS, the parties entered into a Charter School Agreement (“Agreement”) on or
about May 6, 2008, which incorporates by reference the SCHOOL’s Charter School Application
wherein the School was authorized to operate a charter elementary school, grade levels (K-5)
known as “Charter School of Excellence at Davie” in Broward County, Florida; and

WHEREAS, Section 2.B.4 of the Agreement permits the amendment of the Agreement
during its term through mutual agreement of the parties, provided such modifications are agreed
to in writing and executed by both parties; and

WHEREAS, the School desires to amend its Agreement to extend the term of the
agreement to June 30, 2028 pursuant to Section 1002.331, F.S., which allows for an increase in
the length of a charter term based on the state designation of High Performing.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and terms herein set
forth, the parties agree as follows:

1.01 Recitals: The foregoing recitals are true and correct and are incorporated
within this Charter by reference.

1.02 Amendments: The following portion of the Charter School Agreement shall be
amended to provide as follows:

Section 2.B: Term of Charter Unless terminated earlier pursuant to
Section 1002.33, Florida Statutes or upon the terms contained herein, this charter shall cover a
term of Fifteen (15) years commencing on July 1, 2013 and ending on June 30, 2028.
