5AGREEMENT LANGUAGE CONSIDERATIONS

2.03 Assignment of SROs. The CITY shall promptly notify the principal of the Participating School of the 
names of those law enforcement officers assigned to provide SRO services at the school. The CITY 
may change the law enforcement officers assigned to participate as SROs at any time during the 
term of this Agreement. The CITY shall at all times maintain SROs on duty during those regular school 
hours, in accordance with the number of SROs specified in Section 2.02. "Regular school hours" shall 
be defined as beginning at least thirty (30) minutes prior to and ending at least thirty (30) minutes after 
the respective Participating School's posted school bell schedule; including teacher planning days. 
During teacher planning days, SROs may participate in SBBC approved professional development on 
or off site. The CITY shall assign a replacement SRO during the time that the assigned SRO is absent. 
The CITY shall promptly advise the principal of the Participating School of the name of any 
replacement SRO assigned to provide services under this Agreement.

2.03 Assignment of SROs. The CITY shall promptly notify the principal of the Participating School of the 
names of those law enforcement officers assigned to provide SRO services at the school. The CITY 
may change the law enforcement officers assigned to participate as SROs at any time during the 
term of this Agreement. Unless precluded by law enforcement requirements or emergency 
circumstances, the CITY shall at all times maintain SROs on duty during those regular school hours in 
which students are required to be in attendance the number of SROs specified in Section 2.02.
Whenever possible, the CITY shall assign a replacement law enforcement officer, on a temporary 
basis, if the CITY approves the absence of an assigned SRO for a period of absence in excess of two 
(2) days. The CITY shall promptly advise the principal of the Participating School of the name of any 
replacement SRO assigned to provide services under this Agreement.
