THE CITY OF NORTH LAUDERDALE, FLORIDA 

(hereinafter referred to as “City”), 

whose principal place of business is 

6151 Bailey Road 

North Lauderdale, Florida 33068 

 

 WHEREAS, SBBC is conducting educational programs through Health Science 

Education for the purpose of providing skilled workers for the health service industry in the 

fields of service described in Exhibit A which is attached hereto and incorporated herein by 

reference; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the City has the clinical facilities necessary to assist in the provision of the 

said educational programs and desires to participate in the education programs for the benefit of 

the entire community. 

 

 NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and of the mutual covenants 

contained herein and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which 

is hereby acknowledged, the Parties hereby agree as follows: 

 

ARTICLE 1 - RECITALS 

 

1.01 Recitals. The parties agree that the foregoing recitals are true and correct 

and that such recitals are incorporated herein by reference. 

  

ARTICLE 2 – SPECIAL CONDITIONS 

 

 2.01 Term of Agreement. Unless terminated earlier pursuant to Section 3.05 of this 

Agreement, the term of this Agreement shall commence upon the execution of both parties and 

conclude on September 7, 2022. 

 

2.02 Program Purpose. The education of the student shall be the primary purpose 

of the programs. 

 



2.03 Instruction and Curriculum. SBBC shall be responsible, as its sole
expense, for provision of classroom instruction, the selection of srudents, establishment of
curriculum, mainlenance of records, evaluation of programs, and all educational experiences
through the employment of certihed instructors through compliance with the guidelines
established by the Florida Department of Education and within SBBC Policies and Procedures.
All faculty provided by SBBC shall be duly licensed, certified or otherwise qualified to
participale in the program. Neither SBBC or any participating student or faculty member shall
interfere with or adversely affect the City's operations or the City's provision of health care
services. City shall be responsible for the practical and/or clinical experience of the students
enrolled in the Program.

2.0.+ SBBC Disclosurc of Education Rccords and Emplovce Information.
Although no student education records shall be disclosed pursuant to this Agreement,

should the City come into contact with education records during the course of contracted
responsibilities, these records are confidential and protected by the Family Educational Rights
and Privacy Act (FERPA) and state laws and may not be used or re-disclosed. Any use or re-
disclosure may violate applicable federal and state laws. Likewise, no employee information
shall be disclosed by SBBC to the City. Should vendor come into contact with employee
information, it may not be re-disclosed except as required or permitted by law.

2.05 Citv Confidentialitv of Education Records.

b) hold any education records in strict confidence and not use or redisclose same
except as required by this Agreement or as required or permitted by law unless the parent
of each student or a student age 18 or older whose education records are to be shared
provides prior written consent for their release;

c) ensure that, at all times, all of its employees who have access to any education
records during the term of their employment sha[[ abide strictly by its obligations under
this Agreement, and that access to education records is limited only to its employees that
require the information Io carry out the responsibilities under this Agreement and shall
provide said list ofemployees to SBBC upon request;

d) safeguard each education record through administrative, physical and

technological safety standards to ensure that adequate controls are in place to protect the
education records and information in accordance with FERPA's privacy requirements;
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Notwithstanding any provision to the contrary within this Agreement, City shall:

a) fully comply with the requirements of Sections 1002.22, 1002.221, and
1002.222, Florida Statutes; the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act, 20 U.S.C S
1232g (FERPA) and its implementing regulations (34 C.F.R. Part 99), and any other state

or federal law or regulation regarding the confidentiality of student information and
recordst



e) utilize the education records solely for the purposes of providing products and
services as contemplated under this Agreement; and shall not share, publish, sell,
distribute, target advertise, or display education records to any third party;

2.06 Substitute Instructors. SBBC shall at its sole expense, provide substitute
inslructors certified for Health Occupations Education in the event ofteacher absence for clinical
educational experiences or for the withdrawal of students from classroom activities.

2.07 TelephoneConsultati on. SBBC shall provide faculty or school administration
for consultation with the City by telephone at any given time during which students are on the
City's premises without supervision by an instructor.

2.08 Course Materials. Upon request, SBBC shall provide the City copies of
current course outlines, course objectives, curriculum, and philosophy.

2.09 Clinical Exoerience. SBBC faculty shall be responsible for maintaining
cooperative relationships with City staff. The City shall provide opportunities for participating
students to observe and assist in various aspects of patient care. Participating students and faculty
will be required by City to execute a Release and Waiver Agreement. If the student is a minor,
the parent of the student must execute the Release and Waiver for Minor Child complying with
the form attached hereto as Exhibit C and herein incorporated by reference. Otherwise, the
student must execute the Release and Waiver complying with the form attached hereto as
Exhibit D and herein incorporated by reference. City reserves the right to deny acceptance or
terminate continued participation in the Program to any student(s) that refuses to execute a Hold
Harmless Agreement.

2.lO ADDroval/Accreditation Status. Through its administrators and faculty,
in Exhibit BSBBC shall maintain approval/accreditation status for those programs specified

which is attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.

2.ll StudentEvaluation. SBBC shall be responsible for guidance, direction
and supervision of students participating in the program. The City shall be responsible at all
times for patient care.

2.12 PatientConfidentialitv. SBBC and its participating students and faculty
shall keep strictly confidential and hold in trust all confidential information of City and/or its
patients and shall not disclose or reveal any confidential information including HIPAA (Health
Insurance Portability and Accountability Act) and HITECH (Health Information Technology for
Economic and Clinical Health Act) to any third party without- the express prior wrillen consent
of the City. Participating students and faculty will be required by SBBC to execute a
Confidentiality Statement substantially complying with the form attached hereto as Exhibit E
and herein incorporated by reference. SBBC and its participating students and faculty shall
comply with any applicable state or federal laws or regulations concerning patient confidentiality
or protected health information. SBBC students and faculty shall receive orientation and training
on City's privacy policies and procedures prior to beginning the educational programs, pursuant
to this Agreement. Unauthorized disclosure of confidential information, patient information or
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protected health information shall be a material breach of this Agreement and shall constitute
cause for the immediate termination of this Agreement. SBBC shall immediately notify the City
of any unauthorized disclosure of confidential information, patient information or protected
health information that comes to its knowledge. SBBC will not enter into any contracts with third
persons to whom confidential information, patient information or protected health information
would be provided without the express written consent of the City and the imposition upon such
third persons of the same duty to safeguard said information. SBBC's records relating to the use
and disclosure of said information shall be available to inspection upon reasonable notice to the
City or any federal or state authority entitled to access to such information. The provisions of this
section shall survive the expiration or termination of this Agreement.

2.13 Number of Associated Students. Number of Associated Students. SBBC and
the City agree that the detemination of the number of students to be assigned to the City shall be
a mutual decision, based on a variety of factors including, but not limited to, staff, space
availability and the number of students enrolled in the program.

2.14 Prosram Uniforms. SBBC shall require students participating in the educational
program to wear the uniform ofthe program and approved nametag while on the City's premises.

2.15 Students Are Not Citv Emplovees. SBBC, its faculty and its students shall in no
event become or be deemed to be employees, servants, agents, or volunteers ofthe City. Students
shall be considered employees, servants, agents or volunteers ofSBBC.

2.16 No Compensation. Each pany shall perform rhe duties and responsibilities
specified in this Agreement without compensation. Participating students shall be treated by the
City as trainees and shall have no expectation of receiving compensation, benefits or fuhrre
employrnent from either party. Any courtesy appointments to City's staff for the purposes ofthis
program shall be without entitlement ofthe appointee to compensation or benefits. Students and
faculty shall pay for their own meals while participating in the program.

2.17 Discontinued StudentPlacement. SBBC reserves the right to refuse or
discontinue the placement of students if the City does not meet the professional educational
requirements and standards of SBBC. The City reserves the right to discontinue the availability
of its facilities and services to any student who does not continuously meet professional or other
requirements, qualifications and standards of the City as determined by the City, following
collaboration with SBBC personnel. The City reserves the right to immediately remove from its
premises any student who behaves unprofessionally or poses an immediate th.reat or danger to
patients or personnel or to the quality of medical services. However, the parties agree that,
subject to Article 2.13 above, only SBBC can dismiss a student from program participation.

2.18 Infectious Diseases and Student Immunizations. SBBC shall advise students
of the risk of infectious diseases and that the City is not responsible for exposure to infectious
diseases that occur beyond their reasonable control. SBBC shall verify that students have
received immunizations for Measles, Mumps, Rubella (MMR) Diphtheria and Tetanus (OT) and
have received annual screening for Tuberculosis. SBBC shall be responsible for compliance by
participating students and faculty with the applicable regulations issued by OSHA and for the
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provision to participating students and faculty of ( I ) information and training about the hazards
associated with blood and other potentially infectious materials; (2) information and training
about the protective measures to be taken to minimize the risk of occupational exposure to blood
bore pathogens, (3) training in the appropriate actions to take in an emergency involving
exposure to blood and other potentially infectious materials; and (4) information as to the reasons
the employee should participate in hepatitis B vaccination and post-exposur6 evaluation and
follow-up.

2.19 Personal Propertv. The City shall not be responsible for the personal property
belonging to SBBC, SBBC faculty or students pa(icipating in the program

2.20 Participant's Medical Care. SBBC and/or the students participating in
the program shall be responsible for arranging for the student's medical care and/or treatment, if
necessary, including transportation in the event of illness or injury while participating in the
program provided at the City's premises. In no event shall the City be financially or otherwise
responsible for said medical care and treatment.

2.21 llnrergencv Ilcalth Carc Scrvices. The City shall provide immediate
emergency health care services to faculty and students participating in the program in the event
of accidental injury or illness while on the City's premises. At the time of providing such
services, the City shall accept assignment of the affected individual's insurance policy. The City
shall not be responsible for costs involved in the provision of such services, the follow- up care,
or hospitalization.

2.22 CityAccreditation/Licensure.
accreditation"/licensure status to SBBC.

2.23 Inspection of Citv's Records bv SBBC. City shall establish and maintain
books, records and documents (including electronic storage media) related to this Agreement.
All of City's Records, regardless of the form in which they are kept, shall be open to inspection
and subject to audit, inspection, examination, evaluation and./or reproduction, during normal
working hours, by SBBC agent or its authorized representative. For the purpose of such audits,
inspections. examinations. evaluations and/or reproductions, SBBC's agent or authorized
representative shall have access to City's Records from the effective date of this Agreement. fbr
the duration of the term of the Agreement, and until the later of five (5) years after the
termination of this Agreement or five (5) years after the date of final payrnent by SBBC to City
pursuant to this Agreement. SBBC's agent or its authorized representative shall provide City
with reasonable advance notice (not to exceed two (2) weeks) ofany intended audit, inspection,
examination, evaluation and or reproduction. SBBC's agent or its authorized representative shall
have access to the City's facilities and to any and all records related to the Agreement, and shall
be provided adequate and appropriate work space in order to exercise the rights permitted under
this section. City shall comply and cooperate immediately with any inspections, reviews,
investigations, or audits deemed necessary by the Florida Office of the Inspector General or by
any other state or federal officials.



2.24 Notice. When any of the parties desire to give notice to the other, such
notice must be in writing, sent by U.S. Mail, postage prepaid, addressed to the party for whom it
is intended at the place last specified; the place for giving notice shall remain such until it is
changed by written notice in compliance with the provisions of this paragraph. For the present,
the Parties designate the following as the respective places for giving notice:

2.25 Backsround Screeninq. City will not enter onto school grounds under this
Agreement. If appticable, City shall comply with all requirements of Sections 1012.32 and
1012.465, Florida Statutes, and all of its personnel who ( I ) are to be permitted access to school
grounds when students are present, (2) will have direct contact with students, or (3) have access
or control of school funds, will successfully complete the background screening required by the
referenced statutes and meet the standards established by the statutes. This background
screening will be conducted by SBBC in advance of City or its personnel providing any services
under the conditions described in the previous sentence. City shall bear the cost of acquiring the
background screening required by Section 1012.32, Florida Starutes, and any fee imposed by the
Florida Department of Law Enforcement to maintain the fingerprints provided with respect to
City and its personnel. The parties agree that the failure of City to perform any of the duties
described in this section shall constitute a material breach of this Agreement entitling SBBC to
terminate immediately with no further responsibilities or duties to perform under this Agreemenl.
City agrees to indemnify and hold harmless SBBC, its officers and employees from any liability
in the form of physical or mental injury, death or property damage resulting from City's failure
to comply with the requirements of this section or with Sections 1012.32 and 1012.465, Florida
Statutes.
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2.26 Public Records. The lollou ing provisions are required by Section 119.0701,
Florida Statutes, and may not be amended. City and SBBC shall keep and maintain public
records required to perform the services required under this Agreement. Upon request from
either SBBC's or City's custodian of public records, either party shall provide the other party a
copy of any requested public records or to allow the requested public records to be inspected or
copied within a reasonable time at a cost that does not exceed the cost provided in Chapter I 19,
Florida Statutes, or as otherwise provided by law. City and SBBC shall ensure that public
records that are exempt or confidential and exempt from public records disclosure requirements
are nol disclosed except as authorized by law for the duration of the Agreement's term and
following completion of the Agreement if City does not transfer the public records to SBBC.
Upon completion ofthe Agreement, City shall transfer, at no cost, to SBBC all public records in
possession of City or keep and maintain public records required by SBBC to perform the
services required under the Agreement. If City transfers all public records to SBBC upon
completion ofthe Agreement, City shall destroy any duplicate public records that are exempt or
confidential and exempl from public records disclosure requirements. lf City keeps and
maintains public records upon completion of the Agreement, City shall meet all applicable
requirements for retaining public records. All records stored electronically must be provided to
SBBC, upon request from SBBC's custodian of public records, in a format that is compatible
with SBBC 's information technology systems.

2.27 Indemnification. Each party agrees to be fully responsible for its acts of
negligence, or its employees' acts of negligence when acting within the scope of their
employment and agrees to be liable for any damages resulting from said negligence. This section
shall survive the termination ofall performance or obligations under this Agreement and shall be
fully binding until such time as any proceeding brought on account of this Agreement is barred
by any applicable statute of limitations.

2.28 Insurance Requirements, Each party acknowledges without waiving its right
of sovereign immunity as provided by Section 768.28, Florida Statutes, that each party is self-
insured for general liability under state law with coverage limits of $200,000 per person and
S300,000 per occurrence, or such monetary waiver limits that may change and be set forth by
legislature.

2.29 Annual Approoriation. The performance and obligations of SBBC under this
Agreement shall be contingent upon an annual budgetary appropriation by its goveming body. If
SBBC does not allocate funds for the pafnent of services or products to be provided under this
Agreement, this Agreement may be terminated by SBBC at the end of the period for which funds
have been allocated. SBBC shall notify the other party at the earliest possible time before such
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2.30 Incorporation by Reference Exhibits A, B and C attached hereto and
referenced herein shall be deemed to be incorporated into this Agreement by reference

ARTICLE 3 _GENERAL CONDITIONS

3.01 No Waiver of Sovereign Immunitv Nothing herein is intended to servc
as a waiver of sovereign immunity by any City or political subdivision to which sovereign
immunity may be applicable or of any rights or limits to liability existing under Section 768.28,
Florida Statutes. This section shall survive the termination of all performance or obligations
under this Agreement and shall be fully binding until such time as any proceeding brought on
account of this Agreement is barred by any applicable statute of limitations.

3.02 No Third-Party Beneficiaries The parties expressly acknowledge that it is
not their intent to create or confer any rights or obligations in or upon any third person or entity
under this Agreement. None ofthe parties intend to directly or substantially benefit a third pany
by this Agreement. The parties agree that there are no third-party beneficiaries to this
Agreement and that no third party shall be entitled to assert a claim against any of the parties
based upon this Agreement. Nothing herein shall be construed as consent by a City or political
subdivision of the State of Florida to be sued by third parties in any matter arising out of any
Agreement.

1.03 Indeoendent Contractor. The pafiies to this Agreement shall at all times be
acting in the capacity of independent contractors and not as an officer, employee or agent ofone
another. Neither party or its respective agents, employees, subcontractors or assignees shall
represent to others that it has the authority to bind the other party unJess specifically authorized
in writing to do so. No right to SBBC retirement, leave benefits or any other benefits ofSBBC
employees shall exist as a result of the performance of any duties or responsibilities under this
Agreement. SBBC shall not be responsible for social security, withholding taxes, contributions
to unemplopnent compensation funds or insurance for the other party or the other party's
officers, employees, agents, subcontractors or assignees.

3.04 Default. The parties agree that, in the event that either party is in default of
its obligations under this Agreement, the non-defaulting party shall provide to the defaulting
party (30) days written notice to cure the default. However, in the event said default cannot be
cured within said thirty (30) day period and the defaulting party is diligently attempting in good
faith to cure same, the time period shall be reasonably extended to allow the defaulting party
additional cure time. Upon the occurrence of a default that is not cured during the applicable
cure period, this Agreement may be terminated by the non-defaulting party upon thirty (30) days
notice. This remedy is not intended to be exclusive of any other remedy, and each and every
such remedy shall be cumulative and shall be in addition to every other remedy now or hereafter
existing at law or in equity or by statute or otherwise. No single or partial exercise by any party
of any right, power, or remedy hereunder shall preclude any other or future exercise thereof.
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termination. No penalty shall accrue to SBBC in the event this provision is exercised, and SBBC
shall not be obligated or liable for any future payments due or any damages as a result of
termination under this section.



Nothing in this section shall be construed to preclude termination for convenience pursuant to
Section 3.05.

3.05 Termination This Agreement may be canceled with or without cause by
SBBC or City during the term hereof upon thirty (30) days written notice to the other parties of
its desire Io terminate this Agreement. In the event of such termination, SBBC or City shall be
entitled to a pro rata refund of any pre-paid amounts for any services scheduled to be delivered
after the effective date ofsuch termination. SBBC or City shall have no liability for any property
left on SBBC's property by any party to this Agreement after the termination of this Agreement.
Any party contracting with SBBC under this Agreement agees that any of its property placed
upon SBBC's facilities pursuant to this Agreement shall be removed within ten (10) business
days following the termination, conclusion or cancellation of this Agreement and that any such
property remaining upon SBBC's facilities after that time shall be deemed to be abandoned, title
to such property shall pass to SBBC, and SBBC may use or dispose of such property as SBBC
deems fit and appropriate.

3.06 Compliance with Laws. Each party shall comply with all applicable federal,
state and local laws, SBBC policies, codes, rules and regulations in performing its duties,
responsibilities and obligations pursuant to this Agreement.

3.07 Place of Performance AII obligations of SBBC under the tems of this
Agreement are reasonably susceptible ofbeing performed in Broward County, Florida and shall
be payable and performable in Broward County, Florida.

3.08 Governing Law and Venue This Agreement shall be interpreted and
construed in accordance with and govemed by the laws of the State of Florida. Any
controversies or legal problems arising out of this Agreement and any action involving the
enforcement or interpretation of any rights hereunder shall be submitted exclusively to the
jurisdiction ofthe State courts ofthe Seventeenth Judicial Circuit of Broward County, Florida or
to the jurisdiction of the United States District Court for the Southem District of Florida. Each
party agrees and admits that the state courts of the Seventeenth Judicial Circuit of Broward
County, Florida or the United States District Court for the Southem District of Florida shall have
jurisdiction over it for any dispute arising under this Agreement.

3.09 Entiretv of Asreement. This document incorporates and includes all prior
negotiations, correspondence, conversations, agreements and understandings applicable to the
matters contained herein and the parties agree that there are no commitments, agreements or
understandings conceming the subject matter of this Agreement that are not contained in this
document. Accordingly, the parties agree that no deviation from the terms hereof shall be
predicated upon any prior representations or agreements, whether oral or written.

3.10 Bindins Effect This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure Io lhe
benefit of the parties hereto and their respective successors and assigns.

3.1I Assisnment. Neither this Agreement nor any interest herein may be assigned,
transferred or encumbered by any party without the prior written consent of the other party.
There shall be no partial assignments of this Agreement including, without limitation, the partial
assignment ofany right to receive payments from SBBC.
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3.12 Captions. The captions, section designations, section numbers, article
numbers, titles and headings appearing in this Agreement are inserted only as a matter of
convenience, have no substantive meaning, and in no way define, limit, construe or describe the
scope or intent of such articles or sections of this Agreement, nor in any way affect this
Agreement and shall not be construed to create a conflict with the provisions of this Agreement.

3.13 Severabilitv. In the event that any one or more of the sections, paragraphs,
sentences, clauses or provisions contained in this Agreement is held by a court of competent
jurisdiction to be invalid, illegal, unlawful, unenforceable or void in any respecl, such shall not
affect the remaining portions of this Agreement and the same shall remain in full force and effect
as if such invalid, illegal, unlawful, unenforceable or void sections, paragraphs, sentences,
clauses or provisions had never been included herein.

3.14 Preparation of Aqreement. The parties acknowledge that they have sought and
obtained whatever competent advice and counsel as was necessary for them to form a full and
complete understanding of all rights and obligations herein and that the preparation of this
Agreement has been their joint effort. The language agreed to herein expresses their mutual
intenl and the resulting document shall not, solely as a matter of judicial construction, be
construed more severely against one of the parties than the other.

3.15 Amcndnrents No modification, amendment, or alteration in the terms or
conditions contained herein shall be effective unless contained in a written document prepared
with the same or similar formality as this Agreement and executed by each pafiy hereto.

3.16 Waiver. The parties agree that each requirement, duty and obligation set
forth herein is substantial and important to the formation of this Agreement and, therefore, is a
material term hereof. Any party's failure to enforce any provision of this Agreement shall not be
deemed a waiver of such provision or modification of this Agreement unless the waiver is in
writing and signed by the party waiving such provision. A written waiver shall only be effective
as to the specific instance for which it is obtained and shall not be deemed a continuing or future
waiver.

3.17 Force Ma eure Neither party shall be obligated to perform any duty,
requirement or obligation under this Agreement if such performance is prevented by fire,
hurricane, earthquake, explosion, wars, sabotage, accident, flood, acts of God, strikes, or other
labor disputes, riot or civil commotions, or by reason ofany other matter or condition beyond the
control of either party, and which cannot be overcome by reasonable diligence and without
unusual expense ("Force Majeure"). In no event shall a lack of funds on the part of either party
be deemed Force Majeure.

3.18 Survival. All representations and warranties made herein, indemnification
obligations, obligations to reimburse SBBC, obligations to maintain and allow inspection and
audit of records and propeny, obligations to maintain the confidentiality of records, reporting
requirements, and obligations to retum public funds shall survive the termination of this
Agreement.

3. l9 t Administration. SBBC has delegated authority to the
Superintendent of Schools or his/her designee to take any actions necessary to implement and
administer this Agreement.
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-1.20 Counterparts and lUultiple Originals. This Agreement may be executed in
multiple originals, and may be executed in counterparts, each of which shall be deemed to be an
original, but all ofwhich, taken together, shall constirute one and the same Agreement.
